Writing assignment:  Interview a classmate and write an introduction to present orally.

Unit 3 “Verbs”

Action; helping; being and linking; transitive and intransitive verbs; using tenses correctly; regular and irregular verbs; subject/verb agreement; contractions; using exact verbs in writing assignments.

Unit 4, “Modifiers”

Adjectives and adverbs; elaborating and combining sentences; articles and demonstratives; comparing with adjectives and adverbs; proper adjectives; negatives; using a Thesaurus to find alternative adjectives and adverbs.

Writing assignment:  Personal narrative using descriptive terms that students will present orally.

Unit 5, “Capitalization & Punctuation”

Capitalizing proper nouns and adjectives; use in sentences; titles; quotations and abbreviations; use of commas in combining sentences, words or phrases in a series; introductory words and phrases; interjections.

Unit 6, “Pronouns”

Writing clearly with pronouns; correct use of subject/object pronouns; possessive pronouns; pronouns in compounds; who, whom and whose; indefinite pronouns; combining sentences with pronouns.

Unit 7, “Prepositional Phrases”

Correct use of prepositions; adjective phrases and adverb phrases to elaborate sentences; use of idioms.

Writing assignment:  Students will write instructions that explain how to make or do something.  Students will create a flow chart or take notes on note cards to organize steps in process.  Students will use order words and phrases.  Instructions will be presented orally.

Unit 13, “Writing a Story”

Read a model story; determine what makes a great story; develop plot, dialogue, and narration

Writing assignment:  Students work in small groups to create a story that can be read to an audience or performed as a puppet show or play.
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
